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SERMON | The Tale of Two Sons | Bob Baldwin
SCRIPTURE | Luke 15:1-32

Now the tax collectors and sinners were all drawing near to hear him. 2 And the
Pharisees and the scribes grumbled, saying, “This man receives sinners and eats
with them.”

3 So he told them this parable: 4 “What man of you, having a hundred sheep, if
he has lost one of them, does not leave the ninety-nine in the open country, and
go after the one that is lost, until he finds it? ® And when he has found it, he lays
it on his shoulders, rejoicing. ® And when he comes home, he calls together his
friends and his neighbors, saying to them, ‘Rejoice with me, for | have found my
sheep that was lost.” 7 Just so, | tell you, there will be more joy in heaven over
one sinner who repents than over ninety-nine righteous persons who need no
repentance.

& “Or what woman, having ten silver coins, if she loses one coin, does not light

a lamp and sweep the house and seek diligently until she finds it? ® And when
she has found it, she calls together her friends and neighbors, saying, ‘Rejoice
with me, for | have found the coin that | had lost.” '°© Just so, | tell you, there is joy
before the angels of God over one sinner who repents.”

Note About Partaking: The Lord’s Supper, also called Communion or the Eucharist, is
the family meal of Christians. We invite followers of Jesus Christ to partake of this
sacrament: those who have believed the good news, have repented of their sins,
and are baptized members in good standing in the Lord’s Church. If you are not
a Christian, or if you are not prepared to share in this meal, we encourage you to
spend this time in prayer. We hope that this time is helpful to you as you consider your
relationship with Jesus Christ and with His people, the Church.

“Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy
manner will be guilty concerning the body and blood of the Lord. Let a person
examine himself, then, and so eat of the bread and drink of the cup. For anyone who
eats and drinks without discerning the body eats and drinks judgment on himself.”

| Corinthians 11:27-29

Note About Communion Wine: The trays marked “Juice” contain only non-alcoholic
grape juice. The other unmarked trays and the common cup contain wine.

Prayer for Those Searching for Truth
